FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT 2000.

INTRODUCTION.

This Act provides a right of access to recorded information held by public bodies including Parish Councils.   The Act sets out exemptions  from that right and the obligations on public bodies to provide access to information it holds.

This right of access was amended in 2009 giving public access to all types of information held.   The amended Act was adopted by the parish council.

The following core classes adopted by the parish council are listed below.

Any documents not accessible on the website may be made available at a cost of actual printing costs per sheet.
Core classes from the model scheme:

1. Council internal practice and procedure.
Minutes of council, committee and sub-committee meetings (limited 2 years).
Procedural Standing Orders.

Council’s annual report to parish meeting.
2. Code of Conduct.
Members’ declaration of acceptance of office.

Members’ registered interests.

Register of members’ interest book.

3. Periodic Electoral Review.
Information  relating to last Review of the council area.
Information  relating to last boundary review of the council area.

4. Employment Practice and Procedure.
Terms and conditions of employment.
Job Description (EXCLUDED personal records, specific salary details, disciplinary records, sickness records, being personal data under the DPA).

5. Planning Documents.
Responses to Planning Applications (EXCLUDED copies of planning consultations, the Development Plan, Structure Plan, location and Rights of Way/footpath maps (all available from DMBC)).

6. Audit and Annual Accounts.
Annual Return Form – limited to last financial year.
Annual Statutory Report by Audit (Internal and External) limited to last financial year.

VAT records - limited to last financial year.

Financial Standing Orders and Regulations.

Asset Register.

Financial Risk Assessments (EXCLUDED commercially sensitive information e.g quotations/tenders, insurance policies, this information is treated as confidential to ensure the process is fair).
