The poor road conditions in Kirk Bramwith/Braithwaite were referred to and the Clerk agreed to pursue this matter.  It was pointed out that extensive improvements have been made on Lodge Lane which is not as densely populated as the remainder of both villages.   Members were vociferous in their concerns regarding the state of the roads throughout the parish.
Ladythorpe Corner  - the local farmer in this vicinity frequently moves livestock along the public road but there are no warning signs to make drivers aware.  Clerk to seek provision of appropriate signage.
