TO CONSIDER HIGHWAYS MATTERS:

(a)
Proposed diversion, Public Footpaths No 5, 6 & 7.   Cllr. Walters not in attendance.   However, the Chairman reported that he had spoken to Cllr. Walters who has confirmed that no further input from Network Rail has been received.   Noted.

It was also reported that there have been numerous problems experienced with loose/stray horses in the parish, particularly in the Braithwaite area.   The Clerk agreed to contact DMBC seeking assistance with this matter.

The following matters were also raised:

Poor road conditions throughout the parish.

Potholes marked for repair near Kirk Bramwith Church – no repairs carried out.

Lodge Lane, Braithwaite – diverted traffic causing more damage to poor road surfaces near Braithwaite Lodge.

Fenwick village sign, Fenwick Common Lane – damaged in RTA –reinstatement required.

Following recent dyke clearances on Moss Road, Moss by Danvm Drainage – resultant debris/rubbish left on verge side – removal required.

The Clerk agreed to address these issues.
