(b) To consider Clerk’s pay increase from 1.4.2016. – The Clerk reported 

on the rates now agreed by NALC and explained that, following %age pay increases, in the past, her salary now fell between SCP23 and SCP24.   The pay increases have reverted to the use of SCP’s and it was confirmed that the adoption of SCP24 is now appropriate.   On this basis the following hourly rates will now be appropriate:
From 1.4.2016- £11.302 (an increase of £0.35p per hr)


Arrears due: £55.15.
From 1.4.2017 - £11.415 (an increase of £0.113p per hr)

Arrears due: £72.78 (because the hourly rate of £10.95 from pre 2016 was still in payment).

From 1.4.2018 - £11.643 (an increase of £0.228p per hour)

Arrears due from M1-M4 inclusive: £36.12 (because the hourly rate of £10.95 from pre 2016 was still in payment).

The Clerk reported that the total arrears due amounted to £87.63.   It was RESOLVED to adopt the above monthly rates and the Clerk expressed her thanks.

Clerk’s note:  The total arrears reported as due was incorrectly calculated and reported as £87.63.   In fact, these amount to £173.08 based on the fact that the hourly rate in payment 1.4.2016 to 31.8.2018 remained static at £10.95.  Defer to next meeting before paying arrears.

(c )      To consider use of a website manager – The clerk explained that she 

felt her IT skills fell short of what would result in a better website presentation and sought members’ views on the possibility of the use of a website manager.   She has not yet costed this out and members requested that before any decision is made, the Clerk should establish how many hits the site has had and what the likely costs may amount to.   Defer to next meeting.
