(b) St Mary’s Church- request for financial assistance – Cllrs/. Mesdames Cheetham, Dobbin & Pashley had declared their interest in this matter but remained in the room. The church celebratesits 900th anniversary in 2020 and has appealed to the parish council to fund the provision of a commemorative post mounted plaque.   It was established that the land upon which the sign is proposed to be erected is in church ownership and, thus, DMBC permission would not be required.   It was RSOLVED, in principle, to agree to this request and the Clerk was instructed to pursue quotations etc.
(c) To consider implementation of 2019/20 pay award to Clerk.  A copy of the new payscales had been circulated and the Clerk explained that the SCP system under which she had previously been paid had been amended so that the old SCP’s had been replaced with a new SCP system.   Thus, the previous pay scale for the Clerk had been SCP 24 which is now replaced by SCP 15.   This has no impact on the pay rates.   It was RESOLVED that the Clerk be awarded the new hourly rate of £11.908 being raised from the current hourly rate of £11.643 and backdated to 1.4.2019.   The Clerk expressed her thanks.
