Moss/Fenwick villages:


Business in surrounding areas puts pressure on Exec housing in smaller villages as people want to live close to their place of work.


Affordable housing – not available as has been the case, in the past.


Would support residential development for local people and younger family members provided it is not open to abuse.


Intensive farming squeezing smaller farmers out of business.


Broadband connectivity not meeting current needs.


Highways/Transport:


Existing road networks require investment to make them suitable for use rather than building new roads.


Roads too dangerous for cyclists, currently.


Temporary road repairs are ineffective and, in the long term, too expensive.   


Speed limit reduction in Fenwick required.


Improvements in public transport required.


Development/Planning:


Wold like more notice of planning applications.   Feel comments rarely taken account of.

To consider request for reduced speed limit on Moss Road, Moss – an email from a resident had been circulated requesting that the national speed limit on Moss Road, west of the level crossing be reduced to 40 mph in the interests of health and safety.   Photographic evidence of a recent accident was also circulated.   Members supported this application and the Clerk was instructed to pursue this matter with DMBC.


The Clerk was also instructed to pursue a reduction in the national speed limit to 30 mph on the circular road in Fenwick following on from the construction of a number of residential properties on this road.

The Clerk was instructed to seek the installation of a dog loo at the end of Lawn Lane, Fenwick.
