DMBC Highways response to request for reduced speed limits in Moss & Fenwick – circulated prior to meeting.   Members were disappointed with this response in relation to a reduction in speed limits in Moss and Fenwick and the Clerk was instructed to pursue this matter further with DMBC and Ward Members on the basis, in relation to Fenwick, that the lack of street lighting prevents any speed reduction which is in contradiction to the information received.

Fenwick street light replacement –  repairs still awaited. Despite numerous attempts to resolve this matter the Clerk reported that no further progress has been achieved.   Clerk instructed to raise this with the Mayor.

A request for a streetlight between the double bridges at Kirk Bramwith/South Bramwith was received.   Clerk to pursue.

To date, the Clerk has only had one response from a potential supplier and a member provided information on other potential contractors.  Cllr. Mason also pointed out that there may be a local supplier who could address this issue.   On this basis, it was agreed to pursue further quotations once a full specification has been provided by St. Mary’s PCC.
